Unit 4: “Big city life”. Reading “...things to do in England’s capital city”. Grammar: tense review: present perfect
simple and continuous; question review: question tags and question forms. Vocabulary: places in the city;
words+ prepositions; adjectives/nouns/verbs. Speaking: discussion. Use of English: multiple-choice cloze.
Writing: an essay.

Unit 6: “Good food, good mood” . Reading “Science fact or science fiction”. Grammar: conditionals (zero, first
and second); relative clauses. Vocabulary: words + preposition, adverbs formed from adjectives, words
connected with health Speaking: photo task. Use of English: word formation.

Unit 7: “Best friends forever”. Reading “Long lost friends”. Grammar tense review: past perfect simple and
continuous; connectors of contrast. Vocabulary: words connected with friendship; nouns; phrasal verbs.
Speaking: collaborative task. Use of English: sentence transformation.

Uni 8: “The only way is up”. Reading “Reaching the top”. Grammar: the passive. Vocabulary: words connected
with geographical features; nouns formed with verbs; words + prepositions.

Unit 10: “Run till you drop”.Reading “The Antarctic Ice Marathon”. Grammar: third conditional.

All'inizio dell’anno e stato svolto un modulo di ripresa dei principali contenuti grammaticali affrontati nel corso
del primo anno di studi, in particolare: revision of verb tenses: simple present vs present continuous; present
perfect vs simple past; future forms: simple present vs present continuous vs will vs to be going to. Revision of
comparatives, indefinite pronouns and adjectives (some, any, no, none), countable and uncountable nouns.

Sono stati proposti durante tutto I'anno esercizi di keyword transformations relativi agli argomenti
grammaticali affrontati per stimolare una riflessione consapevole sulle diverse funzioni e strutture della L2 .
Inoltre sono stati svolti esercizi di comprensione scritta e attivita di speaking (picture description and
comparison, collaborative task, short debate) simili a quelle esaminate nell’esame di certificazione B1 al fine di
allenare le competenze coinvolte in questa tipologia di esercizi.
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Nel trimestre si € scelto di lavorare sul potenziamento della competenze di writing. In particolare ¢ stato
affrontata la tipologia del saggio argomentativo con I'analisi e la produzione individuale di saggi argomentativi
da parte degli alunni con l'obiettivo di far acquisire e potenziare I'organizzazione del discorso e le capacita
argumentative (le stesse competenze esercitate in orale negli esercizi di collaborative task e short debate).
